e  The ideas of dharma, karma, samsara and moksha are commonly held, although described in a range of ways.

e Respect for others,

e Explore the Hindu story from the Mahabharata 'man in the well' creatively: this presents one picture of the way the world is for a Hindu. their views and

e Explore Hindu ideas of karma and how actions bring good or bad karma. Connect this with Hindu beliefs about samsara, to achieve moksha. opinions.
Use snakes and ladders to link Hindu ideas of karma and moksha. Reflect on how beliefs offer reasons why a Hindu might try to be good - to e History (Crime and
gain good karma and a better reincarnation, and ultimately release from samsara. punishment) -

e Explore Hindu ideas about the four aims of life (punusharthas): dharma, artha, kama, moksha. Compare these with pupils’ goals for living. justice and

e Hindus might describe life as a journey towards moksha; Hindu life is also part of a journey through different stages (ashramas), each with injustice.
different duties. Explore the dharma/duties Hindus have at the four ashramas: student, householder, retired person, renouncer. How does Responsibility for
the dharma for these stages help Hindus to be good? Compare with duties pupils have now, and those they will have as they become older. actions.

e  Consider some Hindu values and how they make a difference to Hindu life, individually and in community.

e Investigate ways in which Hindus make a difference in the world-wide community. How does a Hindu way of life guide them in how they live?

E.g. Mahatma Gandhi, Pandurang Shastri Athavale.

e Consider the value of the idea of karma and reincarnation: what difference would it make to the way people live if everything they did
carries good or bad karma, affecting future rebirths? If no one escapes from this law of justice, how does that change how we view
injustice now? Talk about how different people respond to this idea, including non-religious responses and the ideas of pupils themselves.
