RE Knowledge Organiser 

Prior Learning:  
• Children will have previously learnt about Christian’s belief in Jesus’ death and resurrection. They will have explore the three forms of God (the Holy Trinity) and how 

these are represented in the Christian faith.  
Key RE learning Outcomes for this unit: 

Make sense of belief 

• Make clear links between the story of Pentecost and Christian beliefs about the ‘kingdom of God’ on Earth  

• Offer informed suggestions about what the events of Pentecost in Acts 2 might mean  

• Give examples of what Pentecost means to some Christians now. 

Understand the impact  

• Make simple links between the description of Pentecost in Acts 2, the Holy Spirit, the kingdom of God, and how Christians live now  

• Describe how Christians show their beliefs about the Holy Spirit in worship  

Make connections 

• Make links between ideas about the kingdom of God in the Bible and what people believe about following God today, giving good reasons for their ideas

Pentecost A celebration of the birthday of the Christian Church Accusations A charge or claim that someone has done something illegal or wrong 

Resurrection The rising of Christ from the dead Atheists A person who disbelieves or lacks belief in the existence of God 
Kingdom of God The spiritual realm over which God reigns as king Tongues Alternative languages  

Holy Trinity The three persons of the Christian Godhead; Father, Son, and Holy

Areas of Reflection Cross Curricular Links 
• Children will explore the story of the Pentecost and ask how this has impacted 

the Christian faith today. 
• Children will reflect upon what they feel the Holy Spirit is and why Christians 

think that it is important.  
• Children will consider how the Pentecost is celebrated now.  
• Children will reflect on why people may not want God to be ‘king‛ of their life 

and why Christians believe allowing God to rule in their life is a good thing, 
which guides and comforts them.
