24™ May - Hitler makes a surprise move by ordering his troops to go back to the canal line but the Luftwaffe bomb Dunkirk.

25™ May - German troops take Boulogne.
26™ May - Operation Dynamo - the evacuation of allied troops from Dunkirk begins.
28™ May - Belgium falls to Germany.

29™ May - The evacuations are made public in Britain and many more privately owned 'little boats' sail to help.

315" May - Over 150,000 soldiers arrive back in England.

4™ June - The evacuation of over 300,000 soldiers finishes and the German Luftwaffe stop bombing Dunkirk.
